Sweet-
toothed diners will be treated to delicious classics like housemade Florida citrus pie, bread 
pudding and red velvet cake. 

In keeping with the easy-going ambience of the restaurant, lunchtime diners can indulge in 
dishes like a fried chicken sandwich with housemade pimiento cheese, a Cobb salad with 
deviled egg and a bahn mi sandwich. The breakfast menu suits every taste with a variety of 
options such as a French omelet, short rib hash with poached eggs and salsa verde, and a 
full English breakfast — all served in Chef Keller’s trademark style.
 
For those seeking a refreshing tipple, Covey Kitchen + Cocktails drink selections feature 
inventive craft cocktails, including Jus de Poire, Perfect Fig and an Elderflower Margarita, a 
menu of craft beers with a focus on Gainesville’s award-winning breweries, and an 
impressive wine selection. 
 
Covey Kitchen + Cocktails’ inviting décor reflects the relaxed sophistication of the menu. The 
stylish indoor-dining space with floor-to-ceiling windows features a bar and space to 
accommodate 96 guests, plus a private dining alcove for intimate dinners seating up to 10. 
The outdoor terrace overlooking Rush Lake can accommodate 89 guests and is an ideal 
setting for cocktail receptions.
